For anyone looking to go faster still, Head has imported a
car racing technology. It's called KERS and functions as follows: at every turn, there is a moment of
maximum flexure of the ski. At precisely this moment in the process, a micro chip tunes in to stiffen the
ski at the end. The ski then speeds up and catapults the skier out of the turn.

Bode Miller, Lindsay Vonn and Maria Riesch all draw on this technique already, and successfully
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employ KERS in World Cup racing. Now free time skiers are given a jump start too.

Blizzard R-Power FS IQ — Winner Hardware

Austrian ski factory Blizzard is decorated for its new “IQ Power Full Suspension” damping technology.
Inspired by automobile technology, it is equipped with visible, oil-based shock absorbers which are to
prevent unwanted vibrations and lead to increased control of movement.

These shock absorbers are complemented by a so-called ,Carbon Power booster”, a carbon strutting
providing an even distribution of force over the length of the ski. Sportive skiers were to appreciate an

agile ski of increased safety and improved handling, packaged in a dynamic design.

Eco & Sustainability

Pyua Climate 2L Padded Man Jacket and Pant

Pyua sets out to impress eco-conscious Freeriders with its “Climate 2L Padded” Combo. As are all
Pyua products, jacket and trunks are all made from recycled materials and can themselves be fed
back in the recycling process. Functionality of the textiles is achieved through the integration of
Sympatex membrane, which is now being produced without the hazardous polytetrafluoroethylene,

better known as Teflon.

Swany

Swany introduces recycled gloves. The idea is that customers who have worn out their gloves, can
just send them back to the producer. The latter will shredder them and split the textile back into the
original materials, which are then used to make new gloves. Customers can follow the path of their

gloves via the Internet. All the way from shredding, to a new glove.

Monkee — Der Umweltaffe

A gorilla is an angel is a gorilla — looking at the Monkee logo can result in slight confusion of the
senses. The idea behind the logo, however, is quite simple: the ambition of designers Ingo Walde and
Marion Hett was to create smart T-Shirts with catchy prints for climbers and street use which are,
however, produced under ecologically and ethically sound conditions. The gorilla thus stands for for
the sportive role model of the mountain masters, while the angel symbolizes Monkee’s ecological and
ethical conscience. All textiles were made of biological materials from sustainable trade, no pesticides
and only a minimum of chemicals were to be used. With this concept Monkee is a member of the
Clean&Unique Association and the Fair Trade Foundation. And to do justice to its eponym and
heraldic animal, Monkee contributes some of its revenue to the Dian-Fossey-Gorilla-Fund, a protection

program for African Mountain Gorillas.

Icebreaker — Wahrer Schafspelz (B6.214)
If it's good for a sheep, it can’t be so bad for humans after all... Icebreaker’s “RealFleece” is made

from 100% merino wool is thus a real alternative to conventional fleece jackets. The RealFleece
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collection spans two cuttings, hooded or not, for men and women alike. And visual resemblance of
sheep is prevented by adding a porous jersey finish onto the outer fleece layer to give it a smooth
finish. On the inner side, however, a 320g/m?3-strong merino weaving comes as a fluffy terry cloth, the
larger surface of which contributes to greater heat storage.

RealFleece jumpers are to suit moderately sweet-evoking activities during harsh winter temperatures,

or can function as protection clothing after intensive sports activity.

Holmenkol

Holmenkol propagates a clean con science on the piste. Instead of burdening the environment by
using synthetic and chemical substances, the producer of alpine skiing waxes now solely focuses on
eco ressources. The so-called “Natural Skiwax” series was 100% biological, degradable, and

produces less carbondioxides during production.
