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The ispo Outdoor Award winners 2010

The assembled winners of this year´s ispo Outdoor Awards mirror the diversity of the whole Outdoor 

sector. An international Jury appreciated a high quality of competition entries and took its time to settle 

on the winners. Two winners were then chosen for the Textiles category. 

Lundhags EXA – Winner Hardware (A6.215)

Swedish brand Lundhags introduces the EXA model, which is to enable high level ice skating. The 

tread of this Nordic skating shoe is made from rust-free steal and in one piece, which was to be more 

robust and secure than conventional production methods. A so-called S-profile of bare edges is to 

provide a softer and less noisy run while helping the skater to a forceful impact on the ice. A high 

functionality which, combined with a high-quality production and straight-forward design, impressed 

the Jury and earned Lundhag the ispo Outdoor Hardware Award.

Dalbello V.i.r.u.s. LITE – Winner Footwear (A1.326 + A5.302)

Shoe designer Dalbello took on a pressing challenge of the Skitouring and Freeride sector. Skis for 

deep-snow runs have been getting wider over the last few years, while shoes have not been adapted. 

Dalbello now introduces „V.i.r.u.s. LITE”, a skiing boot that draws on patented techniques to increase 

comfort of going up, as well as stability for going down.

Newly developed „Quadrablock Stability Pylons“ are to achieve an effective interplay of shoe and 

binding, aided by a sliced shoe tongue which can be adjusted to provide either freedom of movement 

or increased stability. The Jury furthermore quoted its low weight and a “fresh” design.

The North Face Men’s Kishtwar Jacket – Winner Textile (1) (B6.101)

Depending on the weather, outdoor sports can be a real challenge. Icy rain, snow storms and heavy 

winds challenge athlete and outfit. The North Face now presents “Kishtwar Jacket” for a perfect 

combination of breathing-activity and weather protection, owed to the new “Polartec Power Shield 

Pro”. The material is said to be 99% wind resistant, with the remaining 1% circulating within the 

membrane to achieve an active exchange of humidity. Furthermore, the outer layer of the jacket is 

abrasion resistant and water repellent.   

Klättermusen Bilskirner Jacket – Winner Textile (2) (A6.205)

An impressing combination of sustainable Klättermusen production methods, and high functionality of 

the new “Bilskirner” jacket, earns them the ispo Outdoor Textiles Award. Klättermusen guarantees the 

jackets being made from pesticide-free cotton and recycled polyester while preserving its wind and 

water resistant qualities. The Jury finds that Klättermusen once again proved that sustainability, 

technical function and modern design can go hand-in-hand.
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Silva X-Trail headlamp – Winner Technics/Electronics (A6.120)

Certain outdoor athletes, such as trail runners and mountain bikers, often practice on the dark, and 

should really carry a light, on stony and curvy paths in particular. To meet these demands, Swedish 

brand Silva has developed the “X-Trail” lamp, the “Silva Intelligent Light” technology of which 

combines a strong, focused distance light – with a reach of some 75 metres – and a wide angle 

floodlight for close distances. The LED light can be worn with a headband, or attached to helmet or 

bicycle wheel. The Jury was not only impressed by functionality and safety aspects of the lamp, but 

also by its light weight and user-friendliness.

Marker Tour – Gewinner Backcountry (A5.302)

The “Marker Tour” binding is being attested improved comfort for ascent and good performance for 

going downhill, all combined with a perfect finish and intuitive handling – a result of a sustained period 

of experimenting and development. The frame of the binding is made from hollow aluminium and fibre 

glass stays, making it light and stable. If you switch the “Back Country Comfort” mechanism to “Run”, 

the whole of the binding is put back by 40mm. This was to produce a more comfortable running 

position and an easier handling of the ski in steep terrain. The climbing assists come with integrated 

absorption which eases climbing and is to eradicate any unnerving noises.

Arc’teryx Alpha SV Glove – Winner Others (B5.209)

Not even Art´teryx can re-invent the glove, but new manufacturing techniques are to make it more 

wearable still. The “Alpha SV Glove” is made from Fore-Tex Pro Shell Laminate and Lezanova 

Leather, making it breathing-active and water-proof. The real novelty of this glove, however, is the 

handling of cutting and sewing. All fingers have their individual cut pieces which adapt to individual 

finger movement. At the tip of the finger, glove does without sewing altogether.

K2 Fastplant Snowboard – Winner Hardgoods/Board (A1.102)

Achieve the flexibility AND stability of a bamboo tree in the wind – that´s the idea behind the 

construction of K2´s new “Fastplant” boards. The multi-layer bamboo core has been inspired by 

skateboard construction, and is encased by fibre glass. All of which makes Fastplant a very solid 

board, which is verified by hydraulic testing and a confident 5-year guarantee. A mix of materials was 

to deliver a livid performance in Park and off-piste, while the new construction methods posed a 

reduced burden for the environment: bamboo is a rapidly growing resource that can be grown without 

the use of pesticides and extra watering.

DC Shoes Status Boot – Winner Hardgoods/Boots (A1.416)

Physical activity leads to perspiration, not least around the feet. In snowboarding boots, damp feet can 

quickly turn to cold feet, a problem DC tackles by integrating the “Aerotech Ventilation System” into 

the “Status” shoe model. Fodder and shell are imbued with air channels which cater for the exit of 

steam to the outside while preventing water from entering. 

DC promises dry and warm feet, no matter how physical you get in the snow. 
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Sweet Protection Crusader Jacket – Winner Outerwear (A3.408/509)

Sweet Protection totally overhauled its „crusader“ jacket to better suit the needs of Freeriders and 

Snowboarders. Together with a back ventilation system, a3-layer Gore-Tex Pro Shell is to deliver a 

warm and dry body climate. A more generous cutting not only creates a laid-back appearance, but 

effective protection of sensible areas around the lower back. 

Zimtstern Blockkids Outerwear – Winner Kids Products (A2.226)

Gone are the days when kids wore just any old overall. These days, parents care about both 

functionality and design of their children´s skiing robe. With the “Blockkids” trunks – part of the “Stars 

of tomorrow” series – Zimtstern presents an outfit that matches adult´s wear in terms of style and 

function. Aimed at 8-14 year olds, the collection offers glowing colors and large prints in various 

designs. Technical details such as snow catcher, water column of up to 10.000mm, helmet-compliable 

hoody, easy handling of zips, and a special MP3-player-bag make this an attractive item. As any 

Zimtstern product, the “Blockkids” combo complies with the bluesign standard, while the jury saw all 

requests young folks could have, fulfilled.

Zeal Optics Transcend Goggle – Winner Accessories (A3.113)

Cooperating with Reco Instruments, Zeal Optics has developed goggles with an integrated “Head 

Mounted Display” system. By push of a button, the skier can turn his goggles into a display and, 

similarly to a fighter pilot, have information projected before his very eyes. The projected info might 

describe speed, height, temperature, time of day, GPS positioning and stop clock.

The Jury cites „Transcend Goggle“ as a good „Wearable Technology“ example and hands Zeal Optics 

the ispo Boardsport Accessories category.
